	General Description of task(s) and objectives to be achieved

	FCPF is the World Bank’s global REDD+ initiative to support REDD+ activities in developing countries.  The FCPF project in Cambodia builds on existing supporting frameworks for REDD+, notably UN-REDD, and aims to further assist the RGC to be ready for REDD+. UNDP is Delivery Partner for FCPF project implementation in Cambodia.

· Support the organization of trainings to enable field implementation of selected monitoring tools under the National Forest Monitoring System (NFMS)
